The Christian meaning of the word is often forgotten 
and lost in modern celebrations. 

 
 

Halloween is a widely celebrated holiday that has 
ceased to have any religious associations. It has be-
come a secular holiday focused on candy and dress-
ing up.  The original meaning of the Word 
“Halloween” is a Scottish shortening of the phrase 
“Allhallow -even”,  meaning “All Holy Evening”, and 
dates to the 18th century. The English phrase is “All 
Hallows’ Eve”. Both terms denote the night before 
All Saints Day, Nov. 1st and refer to the celebration 
of the holy men and women who are recognized in 
the Church as residing in Heaven.  

 

Pope Gregory III established the feast during the 8th 
century. Pope Gregory IV made it into a holy day of 
obligation. All Saints Day was given a special vigil 
Mass the night before (Oct 31), a “holy evening”.   

 

So while the modern celebration of Halloween is de-
void of Christian meaning, it originally was a “holy 
evening”, one where the saints were honored and God 
was praised. 

 
 

How about passing out on Halloween what a small 
child called “Jesus Candy”?  Use small plastic bags 
filled with candy with a picture of Jesus in the inside 
and the type-written phrase:  “ On this day when all 
are encouraged to dress up and be someone differ-
ent, let us take a moment to clothe ourselves with the 
love of Jesus”.

Thank you, priests, for sitting in emp-
ty confessionals on Saturday after-
noons. You wait there, not even 
knowing if we’ll come, like the prod-
igal son’s father on the road.  Thank 
you for all the times we hear, “I ab-
solve you from your sins” and feel a 
great burden lifted from our hearts. 
We can give you nothing in return 
that even comes close to that.  
Thank you, priests, most of all, for 
bringing Christ himself into our lives. 
If there is no Holy Mass, then there is 
no consecration of the Sacred Host; if 
there is not consecration of the Sa-
cred  Host then there is no Holy 
Communion; then if there is no Holy 
Communion there is no Sacramental 
Presence of Jesus. That means we 
become spiritual orphans wandering 
through life aimless and with no clear 
purpose.  

In the end, that’s what is so great about you: not you, 
in yourself, but who you bring us ~ Christ. 
People call from the hospital and say, “I need a 
priest.” They point to the confessional and ask, “Is 
there a priest in there?” When people need a priest, 
any priest will do, because a priest is nothing but a 
representative of Christ. Christ is the main actor in the 
consecration at Mass.  It is Christ who forgives sins. 
It is in Christ that we were baptized. 
You aren’t acting on your own behalf or through your 
own powers. You are acting for Christ. And that’s 
why, despite all the attacks, the priesthood will pre-
vail. We depend too much on you to ever let you go. 

 
 

Thank you, Father, for being Christ for us!”
