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Granting a further incredible grace, the Blessed Moth-
er returned, this time to Pope John XXII, announcing 

what is known as the Sab-
batine Privilege: “As a 
tender Mother, I will de-
scend into Purgatory on 
the Saturday after their 
death, and will deliver 
them into the heavenly 
mansions of life everlast-
ing.” The Privilege was 
promulgated through the 
papal bull Sacratissimo 
Uti Culmine in 1322 and 
given definitive confirma-

tion by the Holy See in 
1908. 

 

By devoutly and habitually wearing the scapular, 
close to our heart, we assure the Mother of God of our 
constant love, our veneration, our trust and hope in 
Her at every moment. Kissing our scapular is an in-
dulgenced practice, which is also an expression of this 
love and veneration of the Blessed Mother and Her 
great sacramental. Holding our Scapular as we pray, 
or in moments of temptation or anxiety is also a wor-
thy custom. 

The Scapular has been largely forgot-
ten, and countless people are forgoing 
innumerable graces as well as Our La-
dy’s great promise, because they do not 
know or care about it. Perhaps foresee-
ing this sad situation, the Mother of 
God appeared as Our Lady of Mount 
Carmel during Her sixth and most sig-
nificant visit to Fatima (the most im-
portant series of Marian apparitions), 
on October 13, 1917.  She highlighted 
the importance of wearing the Scapu-
lar, one of Her requests for us. The 
Scapular may be a garment over 760 
years old, but any way you look at it, 
the Scapular is the garment always in 
style. 
 

On this beautiful feast of Our Lady of 
Mount Carmel, let us thank Her for the 

powerful gift of the Brown Scapular. Clothed in Her 
mantle, this garment of grace, let us recommit our-
selves to wearing Her scapular always, and to lead 
others to wear and love it.  

�-��uly 16th is the feast of Our Blessed Lady of Mount 
Carmel, known in some places as Our Lady of the 

Scapular. It was on July 16, 
1251, that Our Lady ap-
peared to Saint Simon 
Stock, the prior general 
of the Carmelites, and 
gave him the Brown 
Scapular, telling him to 
promote devotion to it. 
“Receive, My beloved 
son, this habit of your 
order: this shall be to you 
and to all Carmelites a 
privilege, that whomever 
dies clothed in this shall 
never suffer eternal fire. It 
shall be a sign of salvation, a protection in danger, a 
pledge of peace and of My special protection until the 
end of the ages.”  Yet, Our Lady did not give the 
Scapular just to the Carmelites. She gave it, as the Ro-
sary, to the whole world so that all her children can 
wear this “habit” as an outward sign of her love for 
them. The whole custom of wearing a brown Scapular 
brings us closer to devotion to Christ because Mary is 
the model to follow in living a life in allegiance to 
Christ. 
 
 

“The Scapular is a tangible symbol and 
sacramental of the deeper reality of 
Mary clothing and protecting us with 
her own mantle. When worn in faith, 
the Scapular is a strong weapon against 
the Evil One.” (Fr. Cinnante National 
Shrine of Our Lady of Mount Carmel) 
 
 

Fatima Visionary Sister Lucia said, 
“the Scapular devotion was pleasing to 
Our Lady, and that She desired it to be 
propagated. The Scapular is part of the 
Fatima message. The Scapular and the 
Rosary are inseparable. The Scapular is 
a sign of consecration to Our Lady and 
Our Lady wants all to wear the Scapu-
lar.” 
 
 

There are two simple cautions. People 
can’t think of the Scapular as an avoid-hell-and-get-
into-heaven-free cloth and excuse us from living a 
Christian life. To do otherwise misses the Scapular’s 
meaning or misuses it to think a sinful life is okay. 
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 Our Lady’s Rosary Prayer Group ~ Our Blessed 
Mother has always asked us to pray the Rosary to 

help us become closer to Jesus. Our families, 
church, clergy, country, and the world are in need of all the Rosaries we can pray.  Peace can only 
come through God and prayer.

in the Chapel. We pray the Rosary and the Chaplet of Divine Mercy. If you have a question, please 
call Mary at 746-7974.
